ANNUAL ACTION PLAN AMENDMENTS

May 8, 2020

The U. S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) requires that Harris County
develop a 3- to 5-year strategy document which states the community development and housing
needs of the jurisdiction and annually submits, in a single application for funding, its request for
Community Development Block Grant (CDBG), Emergency Solutions Grants (ESG) and HOME
Investment Partnerships (HOME) Program funds. Other funding addressed includes the
Neighborhood Stabilization Program (NSP) I and III, Community Development Block Grant —
Disaster Recovery (CDBG-DR) and Community Development Block Grant — Coronavirus
(CDBG-CV) funds. This strategy document is called the Consolidated Plan, and the single
application for funding is called the Annual Action Plan (AAP). When significant changes occur
to the Consolidated Plan and subsequent AAPs, Harris County must propose amendments to be
reviewed by the public for a 5-day comment period. The Harris County Community Services
Department (HCCSD) proposes the following amendments:

2020 CDBG/CDBG-CV Funding:

Project C2020-008 Harris County Community Services Department (HCCSD) — Housing
Stability Case Management and COVID-19 Response Emergency Assistance Program
(Countywide), Obligate $3,700,000.00 in 2020 CDBG-CV funds. Revsied Project Scope: In
addition to the current scope to provide housing stability case mangement services to ninety (90)
homeless individuals receiving Houston Housing Authority Vouchers, the Covid-19 Response -
Emergency Assistance Program (CR-EAP) will work to increase quality of life and general well-
being for approximately 2,000 individuals and families by providing emergency financial
assistance for needs related to critical utilities (water, electricity or gas) and/or rental/mortgage
assistance to eligible Harris County residents impacted by the Covid-19 virus. The program will
offer up to three (3) consecutive months of rent, mortgage and utility assistance for Harris
County residents that have experienced a reduction and/or loss of income, and/or health impact
due to the COVID-19 pandemic. Services will be administered from the Office of Social
Services located at 9418 Jensen Drive, Houston, TX, 77093. Total project funding, including
previously awarded amounts, will be $4,648,531.00.

El Departamento de Vivienda y Desarrollo Urbano de los Estados Unidos (HUD) requiere que el
Condado de Harris desarrolle un documento de estrategia de 3 a 5 afios que establezca las
necesidades de desarrollo comunitario y vivienda de la jurisdiccion y presente anualmente, en
una sola solicitud de financiamiento, su solicitud de Fondos de Subvencion de Desarrollo
Comunitario (CDBG), Subvenciones de Soluciones de Emergencia (ESG) y Fondos del
Programa de Asociaciones de Inversion HOME (HOME). Otros fondos abordados incluyen el
Programa de Estabilizacion de Vecindarios (NSP) I y III, Subvencion Global de Desarrollo
Comunitario - Recuperacion ante Desastres (CDBG-DR) y Subvencion Global de Desarrollo
Comunitario - Fondos Coronavirus (CDBG-CV). Este documento de estrategia se llama Plan
Consolidado, y la solicitud tnica de financiamiento se llama Plan de Accion Anual (AAP).

Financiamiento de 2020 CDBG/CDBG-CV:

Proyecto C2020-008 Harris County Community Services Department (HCCSD) — Housing
Stability Case Management and COVID-19 Response Emergency Assistance Program (CR-
EAP) (En Todo el Condado), Obliga $ 3,700,000.00 en fondos CDBG-CV 2020. Alcance
Revisado: Ademas del Alcance Actual de proporcionar servicios de gestion de casos de
estabilidad de vivienda a noventa (90) personas sin hogar que reciben vales de la Autoridad de
Vivienda de Houston, el Programa de COVID-19 Response Emergency Assistance (CR-EAP)
trabajara para aumentar la calidad de vida y bienestar general para aproximadamente 2,000
individuos y familias al proporcionar asistencia financiera de emergencia para necesidades
relacionadas con servicios publicos (agua, electricidad o gas) y / o asistencia de alquiler /
hipoteca a residentes elegibles del Condado de Harris afectados por el virus Covid-19. El
programa ofrecerd hasta tres (3) meses consecutivos de alquiler, hipoteca y asistencia de
servicios publicos para los residentes del Condado de Harris que hayan experimentado una
reduccion y / o pérdida de ingresos y / o impacto en la salud debido a la pandemia de COVID-19.
